USACE Partnership Projects:

The District is currently partnering with the United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) on
planning, design, and/or construction of eight flood protection projects that will provide flood
protection for approximately 22,600 homes, schools and businesses in Santa Clara County. Staff
updates the Board annually on all USACE partnership projects in preparation for upcoming legislative
meetings in Washington, D.C., in which the District will be requesting federal funding for its projects.
